a study of an aspect or theme in British history that extends pupils’ chronological knowledge beyond 1066

Discuss and debate historical issues acknowledging contrasting evidence and opinions 
Use appropriate vocabulary when discussing and describing historical events and concepts

Choose relevant ways to communicate historical findings. 
Discuss how Britain has influenced and been influenced by the wider world

Children should be taught about the climate of Europe at the end of the First World War. 
Children should be taught about the series of events that led from the end of the First World War to the beginning of the Second World War. 
Children extract information from a range of sources and collate them into a piece that summarises events. 
To build on the source analysis skills, children learn about the home front including the use of propaganda. Children learn about life on the home front during the war. 
Children choose to investigate an age-appropriate aspect of the second world war that interests them. Evacuation, air raids, rationing, workers, posters and leaflets
